Social Media and Its Effect on Communication

Multidimensional interactions have altered the basic rules of communication.

Social media has drastically changed how we communicate. Not too long ago, we
communicated through the mail, on a land-line telephone, and in person. Today, we

send text messages

leave voice messages

use instant messenger

send emails

talk through headphones, cell phones, and online video phones

interact through the Internet where a plethora of social media tools has redefined
communication.

Such a redefinition has had an enormous effect. The entire paradigm of social media has
altered the basic rules of communication, especially between businesses and their
audiences. The one-way communication methods of the recent past (business-to-
customer and business-to-business) have been replaced by a more robust
multidimensional communication model. That model is collectively called social media
(also referred to as Web 2.0).

The Rules of Social Media

To communicate effectively in the social media world means understanding the new rules
of the road. People want many things:

To have a say

Meaningful dialogue

To be engaged and involved in the process
Personal interactions with others

To be listened to

To help shape what they find useful

To connect with others engaged in similar activities
Plain talk

Communication to be genuine and relevant

To conduct business with ethical companies who work transparently
To be in partnership

Understanding Social Media

While the tools and kinds of social media are many and their implementations seemingly
boundless, they all share a common set of characteristics that meet the rules of social
media (stated above).

Here, then, are the five CA&€™s of social media:

Conversation. No longer is the communication one-way, broadcast, or somehow sent to
a passive audience. Social media is at least a two-way conversation, and often a
multidimensional conversation. Social media engages everyone involved.

Contribution. Social media encourages contributions and reactions from anyone who is
interested. &€ Encouraged€™ is the key here; social media solicits an interaction,
positive and negative, by making it easy to contribute.

Collaboration. Social media promotes an exchange of information between you and your
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audience, and among audience members, by inviting participation. Creating a quick and
simple collaborative platform requires that information be organized and easily
distributed.

Connection. Accessing information on the Internet only takes a click. Social media
thrives on connections, within its own Web vehicles and through links to other sites,
resources, people, and automatic feeds. People can even create their own personalized
site of connections.

Community. The fundamental characteristic of social media is the creation of
community: a fellowship and relationship with others who share common attitudes,
interests, and goals (such as friendship, professionalism, politics, and photography).

Communities form quickly and communicate effectively. Communities build goodwill from
members to the hosting organization and among members. While these communities are
only virtual, with members seldom meeting each other in person, they are no less robust
than the physical communities in which we live, and in many ways more robust from the
simple fact that barriers are removed.

Generational Perception of Social Media
Three generations occupy todaya€™s workplace:

e those over the age of 50, the so-called Baby Boomers
e those in their 30s and 40s, known as Generation X
e those in their 20s and younger, known as Generation Y.

Baby Boomers have the most difficulty comprehending the phenomena of social media,
so the perception of social media between the outliers, Baby Boomers and Gen Y, bears
consideration.

Baby Boomers essentially grew up in two-parent households (almost 90 percent of
families). For the vast majority, dad worked a job, mom worked at home. This family
unit, with its incumbent network of extended relatives and neighbors, was the foundation
of their lives. Boomers grew up with black and white televisions, party-line telephones,
newspapers, mail, double-feature movies, and mom-and-pop corner stores.

Only about 45 percent of Gen Y grew up in two-parent households. For the vast majority,
dad and mom both worked a job, essentially disintegrating the basic family unit of
relatives and neighbors. Gen Y grew up with color computers constantly connected to the
Internet, cell phones, digital media, email and text messaging, movies at home, and big
box chains. Gen Y is inherently more comfortable using the tools of social media to
communicate with their network of peers and friends because they have lived it their
entire lives.

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"Famous Technical Writer'": An Oxymoron?

In the early 1960s, technical writers and editors seem to have been very concerned
about fame: they returned to the theme time and time again in their publications. Seeing
other writers achieve fame as novelists, playwrights, and journalists, they wondered
whether it was possible for them to become famous for the type of work they did.
Lacking contemporary models, they looked to history for examples. In a 1960 article, for
instance, the manager of publications at Pall Corporation in Glen Grove, New York,
identified several technical writers who had become famous as scientists. His examples
included Euclid, Linnaeus, and Agricola, all of whom had acquired their fame as
synthesizers, collectors, and transmitters of technical and scientific information rather
than originators of it.[1]

The early technical communication journals such as the STWP Review and the IRE
Transactions on Engineering Writing and Speech published articles about famous men,
such as Geoffrey Chaucer, Cotton Mather, and Benjamin Franklin who wrote technical
documents [2]-[4]. These articles were attempts to legitimize and elevate the profession
by showing that it had a long, honorable past, but they were also expressions of some
practitioners’ desire for fame. As a technical writer for Chrysler wrote in 1962, "Every
technical writer today could hope for such praise as that given to Franklin ...."[5]

The Agony and Ecstasy

In a 1961 article titled "Anyone for Fame?", a publications manager who had been
assigned by his company to write a technical article for an engineering magazine mocked
his own desire for fame after his "mutilated draft [had] limped back™ with "red-penciled
gashes ... where the cruel knives of Sales criticism had opened gaping wounds." Although
he swore he would never write another article for publication, he knew that seeing his
name in print and his photo next to his biography would inevitably persuade him to
"labor unceasingly henceforth for these insensate monsters, producing beautiful
sentences for them to beat and tear with their red and blue pencils."[6]

There were those who doubted whether modern technical writers could ever achieve
lasting fame in a profession where anonymity was prized. One practitioner observed that,
"The trend of 5000 years seems to point to greater and greater anonymity among
technical writers, regardless of their particular functions, unless a drastic change will
somehow permit the names of writers to appear on documents or productions which are
their products. Efforts in this direction, however, would seem doomed to failure;
[technical] writers seem content to remain in the background while others claim the
limelight."[7]

Notoriety vs. Fame

There were others who believed that the only fame possible for technical writers was
notoriety. In his "News and Views" column for the STWP Review (a predecessor of STCa
€™s Technical Communication), Joseph Galasso identifed two "famous" technical writers:
Robert Hancock and Carl Oglesby.[8]

In 1965, Hancock was sentenced to five years in prison for allegedly stealing computer
programs from his employer, Texas Instruments, and trying to sell them to Texaco.[9]-
[11]

Oglesby, a technical writer with Bendix and part-time student at the University of
Michigan, joined the Students for a Democratic Society (SDS) and later became the
organization's president, a national spokesman for the New Left. "A few more like these
two," Galasso wrote, "and we won't have to respond with a 15-minute explanation when
someone says, 'You're a what?"'[8]
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In another news tidbit, titled "Blessed Are the Anonymous,” Galasso mentions the 1966
Playboy satire, "The Technical Editor Moves Up," in which a recently promoted editor
gives a jargon-ridden briefing to his wife about his plan to replace the family VW with "a
Caddie with a phone."[12],[13] The piece was a bad parody of bad technical prose, but
Galasso raised the question whether publicity for the profession could ever be bad: "It
was a satire, to be sure, and poor, but it is exposure."[12]

That Notorious Book

One could write a book about notorious technical writers of the early professional era;
and, in fact, that is what Malden Grange Bishop did. His book, Billions for Confusion: The
Technical Writing Industry (1963), brought corruption in the technical writing industry to
the public's attention. Although he does not identify most of the culprits in his book,
Bishop does tell the story of Tom Summers, an administrative assistant, and Herb Barr,
an engineer, who approached Bishop, a publications manager, about a scheme to inflate
bids for technical manuals under government contracts. Bishop notified the FBI and
participated in a sting operation. As one might expect, and some may even remember,
this book caused quite a stir in the media and prompted calls for government
investigations of the industry.[14]

TECHWR-L Discussion

The topic of fame resurfaced in the 1990s when a technical writer at Cha Systems in
Dallas, Texas, initiated a discussion on TECHWR-L: "Are there any famous technical
writers? Has anyone ever become famous by being a technical writer?" His posting
received more than 25 responses, ranging from there are many famous technical writers
to there are none because anonymity goes hand in hand with technical writing.[15]

Some of the respondents mentioned textbook writers such as Joann Hackos, William
Horton, and Edward Tufte. Others mentioned the authors of popular tutorials and self-
help books: Eric Ray, Laura Lemay, and Mrs. Beeton. In response to these suggestions,
one contributor noted that, "As the author or coauthor of 33 published books on software
(most of them done during the 80's), | can tell you that ‘fame’ in technical writing is
fleeting."

Still others who participated in the TECHWR-L discussion mentioned famous authors who
were former technical writers, such as Thomas Pynchon, Amy Tan, Kurt Vonnegut, and
Robert Pirsig, none of whom became famous as technical writers.[16] They could have
mentioned many others, such as children's authors Piers Anthony, Paul Zindel, Jean Auel,
and Gloria Miklowitz. The latter wrote scripts for technical films at the Naval Ordnance
Test Station in Pasadena in the early 1950s.[17]-[19]

A few participants suggested fictional technical communicators, such as Tina the
Technical Writer. Their best examples, though, were not technical writers, per se, but
technical communicators on television: Delia Smith, Bob Villa, and Martha Stewart. While
Hackos, Horton, and Tufte are well known in the profession and have been for quite some
time, Villa and Stewart are household names in the United States.

"Most Beautiful Engineer™

My interest in this topic stems from my research into the career of Lucille J. Pieti, a
Chrysler engineer who, from January 1953 to March 1954, toured the country in a
traveling technology show, giving lectures on automotive technologies and interacting
with spectators. In July 1953, Cars magazine published her picture on its cover, dubbing
her Chrysler's "Most Beautiful Engineer." Although she had a degree in mechanical
engineering, her official job title was "Technical Writer." She later did Plymouth
commercials (technical in nature) during episodes of the 1954 TV series That's My Boy.
Pieti achieved a level of fame (however brief) comparable to that of actors, politicians,
and sports figures.[20]

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Crafty Word Order Can Improve Your Writing

I am usually very reticent about offering writing tips. Unless they are linked to the
absolute, inescapable fundamental principles of good writing, such tips are too often
poorly applied or misapplied.

Only a handful of fundamental writing principles exist. Before this extraordinary tip can
be properly revealed, we need to review three of them:

o clarity
e conciseness
e density

Clarity and conciseness are generally well known, density less so. However, for most
writers these are just "weasel words", i.e., they seem to say something but actually say
nothing.

For example, how can you know if your text is truly clear? You are far from being the
best judge. After all, you wrote it so it should be clear to you, but will it be clear to your
readers? Likewise, how can you know if your text is truly concise? Not by counting the
words. My dictionary defines concise as "short, clear, and to the point". "Short" is only
part of the definition, so by itself counting words cannot be the whole answer.

Fortunately, it is possible to give these three fundamental writing principles functional
definitions, with almost mathematical rigor, so you can actually test your text. If it
passes the test, you are well on your way to producing an outstanding document. If not,
you need to do some serious rewriting.

a€¢ Clarity. For your text to truly clear, you must:

1. Emphasize what is primary importance
2. De-emphasize what is of secondary importance
3. Eliminate what is of no importance

&€¢ Conciseness. For your text to be truly concise, you must ensure that it is:

1. As long as necessary
2. As short as possible

a€¢ Density. For your text to be appropriately dense, i.e., devoid of weasel words, you
must ensure that it contains:

1. Precise information
2. Logically linked

If you are not fully conversant with these three fundamental principles of good writing, |
invite you to read two other articles available on the Web:

Exceptional Tip

Assuming you are largely conversant with these fundamental principles of good writing, |
am about to reveal this remarkably exceptional tip. It is so remarkable because, in one
way or another, it affects and advances clarity, conciseness, and density, which are basic
objectives. It is also remarkable because it is very little known. Whenever | do a Web
search for writing tips, it almost never occurs.
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Here it is: Fully benefit from the two hotspots in each and every sentence you write.

Hotspots? Yes. You may never have noticed it, but words at the beginning and at the end
of a sentence have stronger emphasis than those in the middle. Therefore, by putting
important information in these key locations, you aid reader comprehension.

Here's an example to demonstrate how hotspots work. While considering the following
three sentences, bear in mind that hotspots don't have equal value. In general, the one
at the end of a sentence is somewhat more forceful than the one at the beginning.

A. Astronomers hunting for evidence of life outside of our solar system
announced discovery of a new class of planets yesterday.

B. Yesterday astronomers hunting for evidence of life outside of our solar
system announced discovery of a new class of planets.

C. Astronomers hunting for evidence of life outside of our solar system
yesterday announced discovery of a new class of planets.

I hope you will agree that sentence A says what it has to say. But sentence B is rather
better. And sentence C is best of all. Why?

In A, we see that "yesterday", the time of the announcement, is in the hotspot at the end
of the sentence. However, knowing when the announcement was made is hardly as
important as the announcement itself. Moving "yesterday" to the hotspot at the beginning
in sentence B somewhat helps, but the time of the announcement is still very much a
detail.

Sentence C puts "yesterday" in the middle, where such a minor detail belongs. This
leaves the hotspots at the beginning and end free to convey truly key information.

Let's look at another example.

A. The national leaders met to discuss new trade relations between their two
countries in the Royal Palace

B. In the Royal Palace the national leaders met to discuss new trade
relations between their two countries.

C. The national leaders met in the Royal Palace to discuss new trade
relations between their two countries.

Here, the disturbing minor element is the phrase "in the Royal Palace". Once again we
see that moving it from the end of A to the beginning of B is an improvement. However,
putting it in the middle of C is best of all.

Now try the technique yourself. Consider the following:
"BBX is an agency born with the Swedish Internet in 1996."

In this sentence, the date"1996" comes at the end. Rewrite it to put the date in the
middle. | think you will agree that so doing makes the sentence clearer and more
powerful.

We must be careful not to take the terms "beginning of the sentence™ and "end of the
sentence" too literally. Sentences often start or finish with a kind of explanatory phrase.
At the beginning, the phrase acts to introduce the main clause; at the end it acts to
reinforce the main clause. But it is the main clause that must always be the focus of our
interest.

For example:

Having arrived late at the party, Jane immediately looked for the hostess to
apologize.

The main clause is "Jane immediately looked for the hostess to apologize."
Likewise:

"The current financial difficulties are well under control”, said the company's
spokesman.

Here the main clause is "The current financial difficulties are well under control."

Now that you see the power of this extremely important tip, from now on pay close
attention to how you order your words. If you fully benefit from the two hotspots in each
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and every sentence you write, you will see immediate and substantial improvement in the
clarity, conciseness, and density of each and every text you produce.

Amendments to Constitution and Bylaws

The Professional Communication Society Administrative Committee (AdCom) approved a
change to the Societya€™s Bylaws on 6 November 2008 that reduced the number of
AdCom members at large from 18 to 15. This change took effect immediately.

The Professional Communication Society AdCom approved several changed to the
Societyd€™s Constitution and Bylaws to bring these documents into compliance with the
laws of the State of New York, where IEEE is incorporated. The major effects of these
changes are as follows:

o Specifies that the chair of the nominating committee shall be the immediate past
president of the Society and that two-thirds of the committee shall be nominated
or elected by AdCom.

e Provides a formal mechanism for nomination by petition.

¢ Allows removal of appointed official by a two-thirds vote of the AdCom and
removal of elected official by two-thirds vote of AdCom or by majority vote of
members if 10% of members petition for the officiala€™s removal.

Describes a process for conflict resolution.

e Provides processes for taking action without face-to-face meetings of the AdCom

or Society committees.

The amendments can be seen in the Microsoft Word version of the Constitution posted at
http://ewh.ieee.org/soc/pcs/index.php?q=node/22.

These changes were approved by the AdCom on 6 November 2008 and 6 February 2009,
and were approved by the IEEE Technical Activities Board (TAB) at its meeting on 13-14
February 2009. The amendments will take effect on 15 June unless 5% of PCS members
of IEEE Member grade and above object by post to the TAB secretary (r.oyal AT ieee
DOT org ) by 15 May 2009.

Writing Tips: If you aren't sure how to construct the article, try using the 5-paragraph
essay method. (Note: The 5-paragraph concept can be expanded to longer formats, so
don't be overly literal about the five paragraphs.)

1. ldentify your theme and 3 main points in the introductory paragraph. This lead
paragraph should draw readers in and make them want to read on.

2. Use each of the 3 body paragraphs to discuss the one of the 3 main points you
identified in the first paragraph. (discuss them in the order that you listed them in
the introduction). Show, don't tell. Give examples. If you express an opinion, back
it up with evidence.

3. Summarize your thoughts in the conclusion paragraph and provide the reader with
any actions that you want him/her to take. (The conclusion should not introduce
new information, but should encapsulate what was said in the article and provide
recommendations if appropriate.)

Guidelines: Please review the following information when submitting articles or regular
columns to the newsletter:

e Submit articles electronically in MSWord or RTF format to pcsnews.editor
AT ieee.org. These formats are more easily available to me than other word
processing applications.

e Provide articles that are 200-1000 words in length. People tend to scan
rather than read in an online environment. Short, well-written and relevant articles
will be more beneficial to the audience than longer ones.

e Provide a short bio (—25 words) and contact information. Readers want to
know about you. At a minimum, write a bio that tells your name, company,
primary job title, email address and why this topic is of interest to you or what
experience you have in the area you wrote about. (This doesn't count as part of
your word count.)

¢ Indicate whether the article is time sensitive. Because of size considerations
and editorial schedule, newsletter articles may not be published immediately upon
submission, unless it is date critical (e.g., information about the upcoming
conference or an article about a current event that relates to technical
communication.)

¢ Indicate copyright information if applicable. If you own the copyright for an
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article, indicate this with your submission so that we can provide appropriate
attribution. If you don't own the copyright, but think an article is interesting,
provide the article, along with the contact information for the copyright holder and
the name of the publication where it was originally published.

Insert the URL into the text so that I can easily create the link. For
example, if you want to reference the w3c, you would say "refer to the W3C
(http://www.w3c.org) guidelines". Don't create the hyperlink in Word.

Provide complete bibliographic information for references. Include
author(s), title, date of publication, publisher, page numbers or URL, ISBN number.
Use the (author, date) format for in-text references. Do NOT use footnotes.
Use a friendly, casual tone. We want to invite people to read and to make the
information as accessible as possible.

Use 1-inch (2.54 cm) margins; don't indent paragraphs. | have to reformat
the text so it's better to minimize the formatting you include. Instead of indenting,
put an extra line between paragraphs

Avoid using lots of formatting within the text. | will have to format the
articles for the online environment, so don't put lots of bold and italic in the text.
Use subheadings generously. Subheadings help the reader identify the
information that is important to them. Subheads are especially helpful in orienting
the reader in the online environment.

Use active voice and short sentences. At least 40% of our audience is outside
of N. America. For many members, English is their second (or third) language.
Short sentences and active voice are easier to absorb and understand than
complex sentence structures.

Avoid jargon and "big" words when a simpler term will work. Approximately
90% of our audience is engineers who need to write effectively on the job. Avoid
using writer's jargon, or explain the term in the context. By "big" words, | mean
complicated, less commonly used words that may have the same or similar
meaning to other, more commonly used words (e.g., instead of "obfuscate", just
say "confuse").

Avoid idioms. Idiomatic phrases are those colorful sayings we use to mean
something else. For example, "once in a blue moon", "jump right in", "on the fly".
Unfortunately, these sayings often have no equivalent in other languages, and can
be difficult for non-native English speakers to interpret.

Submit graphics as JPGs or GIFs. Web graphics need to be in one of these
formats for most browsers. SVGs and PNGs are not yet universally accepted. If you
want graphics included in your article, you need to give me the JPG. Don't just
embed it in Word.
